Wymeswold is a beautiful village near to Loughborough up on the Leicesterdbittexghamshire border. The village lies in a shailtaley in the rolling
area known as the Wolds. The village is a compact settlement built around the 14th century Church. Several fine Geergiesgaoe found in Far
Street, and in Brook Street along the banks of the River Mantle. This is arci@ilacross rolling fields with great views over to the Charnwood
Hills.Wymeswold is home to two award winning pubs: The Windmill and The Three Crowns.

It takes you from the village of Bradmore as far as the Great Central Railway line (Nottingham) and then
back. This walk takes you across the wilds of two moors: Bradmore Moor, and Bunnyavidasses the villages of Bradmore, and BuiimgGreat

Central Railway (Nottingham) offers over 10 miles of heritage railway running through the beautiful scenery of SouthaNwtimgrand NortfWest
Leicestershirelourneys begin at Ruddingtaight next to Rushcliffe Country Parnd continue though to East Leake and Loughborough.

This walk is in open countryside with wild open space around you and much birdlife along the way. We start in Bradlagesthatvils often passed on
the A60, but reely seen or visited. We walk to teieam trainrailway line by Gotham Moor arttienreturn via Bunny.

Bradmore was, until quite recently, a farming commurftgrt of the village has been declared a conservation area to retain the gimralcter. Some of
the old farmhouses were built by Sir ThorRaskyn, the wrestling Baronet of Bunny HaHe churchwasfirst built with a square tower in the thirteenth
century and with an octagonal spire in the fourteenth centliryuffered badly irthe fire of 1705 and only the tower and spire remained. Thiecthwas
never rebuilt but a mission hall was built adjoining the tower in 188figrm an incongruous mix of old and newjomed.
